His new venture is tiki-inspired,

and the interiors are appropriately funky: The bar stools look like tiki

totems; the color scheme is all tropical tones of green and coral; and there

are decorative touches (golden pineapples used as vases, �oral light �xtures)

that evoke the feel of vintage Hawaii.
